Jensen. He attended Ely schools and graduated from White Pine High School in 1949. Don was the youngest of
seven children.

After high school, he opted for Voluntary Induction into the Army. He was trained in Camp Roberts, then sent to
Korea and assigned as a radio operator. Upon returning, he moved to Ouray, Colorado and lived with his sister
Barbara for a year, then moved to Ogden, Utah where his older brother, Phil was living. It was here that he learned
the floor covering trade and did that most of his life.

After that, he moved to Salt Lake City, hoping to find a “rich” girl, which he did. But she wasn’t wealthy. Her name
was Helen Reich, pronounced “rich.”
